Bajza is a small town (Kastrioti Commune) situated in the
northern part of Albania, about 30 km far from Shkodra city
and 3,5 km from Montenegrin border.

A\ All railroad transportation to and from Montenegro passes
Bajza rallway station and approximately 10,000 tonnes of
freight are handled each month.

Therailway station of Bajza is located within the watershed of
the transboundary Shkoder/Skadar lake; 1,51 2 km far. from
Its coast

A In early 1990s estimated 200250 tons of hazardous
chemicals and other materials put together in one of the
storage house of the Bajza railway station.

A The origin of chemicals is not quite clear, however,
during 1991-1992, German company: Schmidtretan
iImported and temporarily stored in Bajza 480 tons of
nhazardous chemicals including toxaphene and phenyl
mercury acetate, both of which have been banned in the
EC and USA since 19884.

Government Programme 2005 -09 considers the rehabilitation
of the hot spots created by old and abandoned industries as a
Key priority to protect the environment.

European Partnership approved in 2006 and 2007 highlight
short and medium term priorities with regard to hot spots
rehabilitation (Sharra urban solid waste dumpsite, Ballshi
refinery, Patos Marinza oil extraction area, and inventory of all
environmental hot spots.

UNDP Country Programme 2006 t 2010, highlights that
environmental hot spots remain the biggest challenge with
other related environmental socio economic factors posing
Immediate risk to human health and environment.
